Dear Church Family,

It has been some time since our last update on Brian's tumor. If you recall, he was told this would be a slow process and our goal was for it to shrink 50% within 5 years by taking the medication.  It is hard to believe that it has been almost 4 years since he began this journey.

Brian recently met with both specialists.  The ophthalmology specialist feels that the improvement he has experienced to his visual field is a good as it will get saying that there has been some nerve damage.  Amazing how God created our bodies in that the eye adapts and for the most part Brian doesn't even notice this.  The next appointment was with his Endocrinologist.  It was here that Brian heard the results of his last MRI.  Expecting to hear there has been some shrinkage, we were completely blown away to hear "It is Gone".  We shouldn't have been as that is exactly what we have been praying for!   What this means is that while the mass of the tumor is gone, the cells are still there and Brian will need to keep on the medication to prohibit regrowth as this tumor is fed by a hormone and the medication will keep the body from producing more to feed the tumor.

Tuition Assistance Program
For the upcoming school year, families who wish to apply for Level 2 tuition assistance from Immanuel will need to use the FACTS application format online via a confidential web site at www.FACTStuitionaid.com.

The required application information is easily accessible data from the 2016 tax return along with other basic information.  Copies of confirming tax documents will be required to be sent to the FACTS center.  The $30 application fee will be paid by the schools.  Parents who have children in more than one participating school need only to fill out the application one time--the information will be available to the schools where their children attend and to Immanuel CRC.
The FACTS organization will analyze the information of each applicant.  Through FACTS Immanuel CRC and participating schools have the ability to more evenly distribute available tuition assistance funds based upon factual information the families provide in the application.  While the schools and Immanuel CRC will use the same information, the schools will distribute their funds after they know how much assistance Immanuel CRC will provide.
