We are asking for prayer support for Jonathan starting this Tuesday for some testing he has to have.  Yep.....more tests again! He will enter Spectrum Butterworth early Tuesday morning, May 2.

He will be in the epilepsy clinic for several days of intense monitoring and observation and will have electrodes and wires on his head and he will be filmed the whole time.  The hard part is he can’t be out of bed without an aide or nurse walking him with a gait belt.  He will have to remain in the same room for the 4-6 days he will be there.  No showering, just sponge bathing. Anyone who knows Jon, knows he LOVES his showers.  They also know he does not like to sit still for long periods.

I don't know who will have a harder time with that - him or his dad and mom.  I think they will be trying him on seizure meds while there.  Jon does not do well with medication and often gets sick but they need to know how the meds will help control the seizures.  We can take things for him to do but it will be a long few days.

Pray that they may find out what kind of seizures he is having, how we can realize he is having them, and that the meds will be helpful and not make him sick.  Larry and I will be taking turns in the hospital so he is not alone at all.  Pray that he is done quickly as he has a swim meet on Saturday at Calvin College that he does not want to miss.
