“DWELL” Bible Memory Program”
Welcome to Immanuel’s Bible Memory program!  It is so important that our children are rooted in God’s Word!  It is the duty of our church to instill the WORD of God in their hearts and let them DWELL upon His word!  The following pages lay out a few verses for each grade level.  Each verse goes along with a unit.  They will be introduced to a new verse every 5 weeks.  The program will work as follows:

1. The Sunday School Teacher will include these verses in their lessons each week.  However; the teachers have a lot to cover each week with little time, so they will not be able to spend too much class time working on it.  It is important for the parents to work along side the teachers at home with their children.  C.D.’s with the verses are available at www.faithaliveresources.com.
2. When the child is ready to recite the verse, they will say it to their teacher or helper.

3. There are no “due dates”.  They have the entire year to learn and recite the verses.  However, if they say them by the end of each unit…they will remember them better.
4. At the end of the year, awards will be given to those who accomplished all or most of the verses at their grade level.

5. This program is highly recommended, however; it is optional.  We fully realize that many of the children do get Bible memory at school.  Some of the verses at each grade level go along with the verses they will learn at school, however; the timing may not be exactly the same.

It is my prayer that each of our children will memorize these verses so “Thy Word will be hidden in their hearts!” (Psalm 119:11)  Please feel free to ask any questions that you might have.  We look forward to working with you!
