Thank you for your continued support of our ongoing ministries here at Immanuel.  As of May 12, 2013 we have received $484,182 (91%) of our year-to-date general fund offering goal of $529,260.  This leaves us with a current shortage of $45,078.
Our budget for the current fiscal year anticipates expenditures of $609,800.  If giving remains at the current level I anticipate a fiscal year end (July 1 – June 30) shortage of $56,105 and we will not be able to meet all of our commitments.

There are only seven Sundays remaining in this fiscal year, so please prayerfully consider how you will include Immanuel in your weekly tithes and offerings.
