Worship Update

1) Beginning this weekend 10-25-2020, we will be changing how we are scheduled to sit in the sanctuary.  Since the previous seating schedules led to some confusion, we have decided to simplify the seating plan.
Instead of being seated by district, we are now opening seating in the sanctuary on a first come, first serve basis with overflow moving into the FLC.
