Lisa Jongsma has been working for the past 2 years with Selah, a non-profit educational and support group for women who are in, getting out, or have been out of a domestically abused relationship.
She was introduced to the director, Vicki, by Pastor Bob Huisman when she reached out to him for help because her own church had turned against her.  She is also going to school to become a certified advocate specializing in domestic abuse to work along other women in our community.  It is now Lisa’s passion to use her experience and education to help others find clarity and healing.

Although a difficult topic, the church has for years remained uneducated or silent, even though it is affecting ONE in 3 women in their congregations.  Its impact cannot be ignored.  Even if you are not directly impacted by domestic abuse (used to be called domestic violence, but it is not limited to violence, and has many forms.  Violence may not even be part of a woman’s experience).  This could be happening to your sister, daughter, or friend.
Selah helps women understand, provides resources, and walks along them through the difficult realization and process if this is happening to them.  As Christians we cannot idolize the sanctity of a marriage over the very lives of those living in them.
