Circle Letter A – Non-Violent Communication Workshop
Glen Swier will conduct this workshop at Immanuel on Friday evening, October 15, at 6:30PM.  Glen is a social worker/educator who retired from Western Theological Seminary last year after working for 15 years with students in their personal and pastoral formation.
The workshop will be an introduction to Non-Violent Communication (NVC) which is a very helpful tool in creating more compassion and connection with others.  When life is too challenging or uncomfortable, the temptation is either to blame others for what's not right in the world or to blame ourselves for being inadequate.  Neither of these familiar responses is helpful in nurturing compassion.
The NVC alternative is to practice identifying our own emotions and longings in any moment and take responsibility for them.  Out of that practice comes empathy for others and ourselves and the courage to ask for what we need from others.  The workshop will include communication exercises that will help us learn together.
